	Yucky Worms- Vivian French. 

Learn about how information can be retrieved from a variety of sources.

Reflect on past experiences.

Use vocabulary which is influenced by books.

	Model sentence writing talking about key conventions in sentence writing. 
Mark making/ letter formation- developing a dominant hand and tripod grip.
