	Sing a range of songs and read a range of poems from our class poetry books. 
Castle in the role play area- use new vocabulary to act as if they are working in the castle/ visiting the castle. 
Practicing saying the alphabet. 
Practicing saying different sounds that are buried in the sand pit. 
Create a ‘Supertato’ discovery tray for the children to practice their class story.
Read a range of dream big themed stories (superhero, pirates, princesses/ princes etc) that will introduce new vocabulary and encourage discussion- both fiction and non-fiction. 
Talk for writing using ‘Supertato’. Acting out the story using actions and the picture story map. 
Discuss new vocabulary related to dream big topic and encourage the children to use this when we are discussing this theme. 
Encourage the children to build sand castles which look like the castle in our classroom – discuss what they need for it to look similar?
Building traps for villains in the construction area- what do we need to make our trap?
Discussions using picture news as the stimulus. 
Various show and tell opportunities. 
Provide walkie-talkies and set up superhero hotlines. Encourage children to answer the phone using superhero social phrases, such as ‘Good Afternoon, how can I help you today?’
Ask children to think about what their superpower might be. Encourage them to describe how they would use their powers to the rest of the group.

	Provide children with yellow playdough, feathers, orange card and googly eyes. Children can select appropriate materials to make a spring chick. 
Ask children to take responsibility for watering the seeds and plants. Perhaps choose a ‘helper’ each day so children can understand when it is their turn to help. 
Welcome a toy chick or baby rabbit to your setting, telling the children that the animal feels very scared and small. Can the children suggest ways to make the baby animal feel welcome and happy? 
Share the story ‘The Cautious Caterpillar’. Encourage the children to think about how Cody is feeling at different parts of the story. Talk about how Cody is feeling nervous about trying something new. Can the children set goals and try a new activity?
Circle times related to the ‘value’ for this half term. 
Heart smart – don’t forget to let love in topic. 
Talk to the children about special qualities they have. Explain that these are real superpowers and praise children when you see them being kind, helpful and polite to each other.
Before the children arrive at school, set up a problem in the classroom, such as a sand tray being tipped over. Can the children work together to tidy the area?
Discuss being brave with the children. Superheroes often have to be brave when they might feel a bit worried or scared. Can the children think of a time when they were brave?
	Using tweezers to pick up different pom poms to decorate the ship. 
Engage in dream big related cutting activities.  
PE- Carlisle United. 
Handwriting- encouraging tripod grip and correct seating position. 
Using the rope to tie up and un-tie the different superheroes. 
Set up a superhero obstacle course for the children to complete, including walking along benches, jumping through hoops, running between cones, climbing over blocks, crawling through tunnels and throwing balls or beanbags into buckets.
Play a superhero movement game. Call out an action for children to complete, such as super speed (run around), super jump (do a big jump), super freeze (stand still), or super flying (run around with arms outstretched).
